2. Additions to the Agenda

3.  NRCS Funding for RC&D Projects

Ray Dorsett talked about NRCS funding held over from last year that was now being made available          to RC&D Councils nationwide.  $8730 is being offered to each VA council, to be used for current council projects.  The money can be spread among several projects, but the projects must tie in with USDA and NRCS priorities.  A small amount of the funding may also be used for attending state and regional RC&D meetings.  For projects involving construction, cost share guidelines will apply (NRCSs funds not to exceed 25% of total funding, 10% cash or in-kind match to come from local sponsor(s), and the remainder from other sources.)  The funds must be obligated through a contract agreement with NRCS by March 1, 2011, and fully utilized by September 30, 2012.    
Mr. Dorsett then reviewed the list of active council projects with the committee, evaluating them against the NRCS and USDA priorities.  They also discussed other items from the Area Plan not currently on the active project list that might fit within the guidelines.  A motion was made to request $8730 to be allocated as follows:  $730 for the Community Biomass Alternative Energy Workshop, $1,000 for attendance at RC&D Association conferences/training, and $7,000 for the Recycling Education project; motion carried. (Morris, Wimbish)   
S. Hampton asked Gina Mull, Mike Cooper and Susan Adams to develop a plan for the recycling project by February 28th. 
R. Dorsett stated that he would put together the agreement with NRCS.

4. Status of RC&D Coordinator Position

R. Dorsett reported that the application process had been extended and the closing date for the position is now February 9th.  He hopes to be able to extend an offer by the first week of March. 

5. Committee Appointments

S. Hampton reviewed appointments to committees for the council and VARCDC, and also VARCDC delegates for 2011.
6. VARCDC Legislative Committee Update

S. Adams reported that the Legislative forum will be held on February 13-14 in Washington, DC, and several VARCDC representatives will be attending.   She was unsure at this time whether she would be able to attend.  She has been in contact with Robert Hurt, the new 5th District Congressman; he has not yet set up an office in Farmville so contact should be made through the Danville office.  S. Hampton stated that we need to get in touch with him to make him aware of the RC&D program and request his support.

7. Project Updates

C. Wimbish gave an update on the Halifax Sports Hall of Fame project.

8. New Projects: State Veterinarian Project

S. Adams reported on a potential new regional project involving support for large animal veterinarians.  S. Hampton asked S. Adams and M. Cooper to follow up and keep the council informed of any progress.
9. Membership Dues Payments

S. Adams reported on the status of FY2011 membership dues.
