I. Additions to the Agenda
There were no additions to the agenda.

II. FY 2010 Annual Plan of Work
Copies of the final draft of the FY2010 Annual Plan of Work were distributed.  Dave Roberts reviewed the plan, highlighted changes made since the last council meeting, and asked for comments.  The committee reviewed and discussed the plan, and no changes were made.  A motion was made to approve the annual plan as presented; motion carried. (Cooper, Hampton)   
III. Procedure for Notifying Sponsors of Lack of Attendance
There was a discussion of recent events regarding communications to Halifax SWCD about representation at council meetings, and the overall procedure for communicating to sponsor organizations about lack of attendance.  It was agreed that all such communications should be channeled through the Chairman or Executive Committee, and that the procedure outlined in Article IV of the By-Laws should be followed.
IV. Keeping Sponsors Informed about RC&D Projects
E. Morris stated that Ray Dorsett had requested that the RC&D Coordinator give a bi-monthly report to council members for them to use to update their sponsor organizations.  Chairman Morris would like council members to update their sponsor at least four times a year.  S. Adams requested that the report include progress made toward completion of each project. 
V. FY 2010 Budget
A draft budget was distributed and discussed.  Several changes were made, including subtracting dues for Brunswick County under Income, creating “Program Income” as a new line item income category, and additional expense account changes to ensure a balanced budget.   
A motion was made to put up to $30,000 into a CD for a period not to exceed one year; motion carried. (Hampton, Cooper) 

A motion was made to recommend the draft budget, as changed in today’s meeting, to the full Council for approval at the next council meeting; motion carried. (Hampton, Adams) 

VI. Legislative Issues
S. Hampton reported that she had recently participated in a teleconference with the VARCDC Legislative Committee.  One issue that was discussed was the immediate need for all Virginia RC&D Councils to send a letter to Senators Webb and Warner in support of the House version of appropriations language in the Agriculture Bill to ensure funding for the RC&D program going forward.  E. Morris asked MK Whitmer to prepare the letters for his signature and to fax them to Senators Webb and Warner as soon as possible. 

VII. RC&D Hall of Fame Criteria 

There was a discussion of the need to establish criteria for election into the Old Dominion RC&D Hall of Fame.  It was agreed to add this issue to the agenda for next Council meeting, 
for discussion and vote by the full Council.  
VIII. VARCDC Fall Meeting
D. Roberts reported that the VARCDC fall meeting will be held on October 29, 2009 in Greenwood, VA, located near Afton.  No other information has been received yet regarding the agenda or registration fee. Registration packages are due to be sent out within the next few days.  The council will be sending three Delegates to the meeting.
IX. National RC&D Week Committee Update 

S. Adams reported that preparations for the RC&D Week social were coming along well.  Ray Dorsett will be the guest speaker and representatives from Longwood University will be present to give a brief presentation on the Alternative Energy Feasibility Study project, after which they will be presented with the check for $4,000.  Costs of the social include the RC&D banner ($75), caterer ($400) and some additional supplies.  A donation of $75 was received to offset the cost of the beverages.  The event is scheduled for September 30 from 5-7 PM at Heartland Business Park.  About 30 people are expected to attend.

X. Other Business

None.

Following a motion made by S. Adams, seconded by S. Hampton, the meeting was adjourned.
