2. Additions to the Agenda 
None.
3. Approval of FY2011 APO

MK Whitmer distributed copies of the final draft of the FY 2001 APO.  Dave Roberts explained the final changes made since the August council meeting.  A motion was made to approve the FY 2011 APO; motion carried pending quorum.  (Wimbish, Mull)

4. Completed Project - # 175 Ag Safety Halifax Schools

Carlyle Wimbish reported that Ag Safety Day held on September 10 for Halifax Middle School students was a success.  Eighty-nine students attended, along with teachers and many volunteers.  There was also good publicity for the Ag Safety program and for RC&D in the newspapers.  A motion was made to complete the project; motion carried pending a quorum. (Wimbish, Mull)
5.  RC&D Foresters  

D. Roberts reported that NRCS in VA has signed a cooperative agreement with the VA Dept of Forestry to hire 2 new RC&D Foresters.  Currently Dave Richert at New River-Highlands is the only RC&D Forester in VA.  One of the new positions will be located in the Farmville DOF office and will work with Old Dominion RC&D as well as other RC&D offices.  The other position will be located further east in the state.  D. Roberts was not sure whether the selections had been made yet.  These will be DOF employees who will work directly with the RC&D coordinators.  
6. Southeast RC&D Conference
D. Roberts reported that he and Susan Adams attended the conference in Biloxi, MS on September   22-25.  It was a good conference attended by more than 400 people; there were good speakers and interesting tours. 
7. Community Biomass Alternative Energy Project
D. Roberts summarized what was discussed at the presentation given by Curt Gleeson and Brian Becker of Public Policy Virginia (PPV) at the August council meeting.  He also talked about his subsequent discussions with PPV and representatives from each county in the council’s area.  The project goal is to select a location in one county in Southside VA and partner with a facility, then perform a feasibility study.  After the study is completed, RC&D’s role will be to help plan and conduct informational workshops.  A motion was made to recommend that Community Biomass Alternative Energy be brought to the full the Council for approval as a new project at the October 18 meeting, with the role of RC&D defined as to help setup and co-host informational workshops; motion carried pending a quorum. (Mull, Wimbish) 
8. Prince Edward Cannery Open House/Farmers’ Market Potential Project
D. Roberts passed around flyers about the Prince Edward Cannery open house and a completed Preliminary Project Assistance form.  S. Hampton explained that the cannery has been upgraded and is now available for commercial use.  D. Roberts has been participating in planning meetings for an open house, which has been scheduled for October 19.  S. Hampton recommended that it be approved immediately by the Executive Committee as a project, given the time-sensitive nature of the project, and the fact that the Coordinator has already been actively involved in the planning meetings.  D. Roberts added that there is no monetary cost to the council, and that this project relates directly to the 5-year Area Plan.   A motion was made to accept Prince Edward Cannery Open House as a project, pending a quorum, motion carried. (Mull, Wimbish) 
9. Potential New Project – Cumberland

10. Date for December Council meeting

A motion was made to move the December Council meeting from 12/20 to 12/13, due to the Christmas holiday; motion carried pending a quorum. (Mull, Wimbish)
