Further changes were suggested for 2 items (Page 3, Article X, and Page 7, Article V).  A motion was made to accept the recommendations with the additional changes, and submit them to the full council for approval; motion carried. (Mull, Wimbish)

The By-Laws Committee also submitted a suggested procedure for dissolution.  A motion was made to submit the dissolution procedure to the full council with the recommendation that it be accepted; motion carried. (Morris, Arnason)

4. VARCDC Fall Meeting
S. Hampton reported that she attended the VARCDC Fall meeting on November 18 in Charlottesville.  Members who attended the Southeast RC&D Association annual meeting in September reported that topics covered included officer term limits, ethics policy, incorporation as a 501(c) (3) and proxy votes.  All of the Virginia RC&D councils are still in operation, and all are working on securing funding.  VARCDC is forming a committee to partner with other agencies (such as NRCS, DOF, DCR, SWCD’s, etc.) and other organizations to obtain funding.  An Annual Plan of Work is being developed and there are plans to hold a spring meeting.
5. FY 2012 Budget

The Budget Committee (S. Hampton, E. Morris, and M. Whitmer) presented its recommendations.  Following discussion, a motion was made to submit the budget as presented to the full council for approval; motion carried. (Arnason, Morris)
